Rules of Courtesy

City Council mestings bring together citizens of many varied
interests and ideas. To insute faimess and orderly meetings, the
Council has adopted rules of courtesy which apply to all members
of the Council, administrative staff, news media, citizens and
visitors. These procedures provide:

s That no one shall delay orinterrupt the proceedings, or refuse
to obey the orders of the presiding officer.

o All parsons should refrain from private conversation, eating,
drinking and smoking while'in the Council Chambar.

s Posters or placards must remain outside the Councii Chamber.

s No cellular phones or audible beepers allowed in Council
Chamber while City Council is in session.

“Citizens and other visitors attending City Council meetings shall
observa the same rules of propristy, decorum and good conduct
applicable to members of the City Council. Any person making
personal, impertinent, profane or slanderous remarks or who
becomes boisterous while addressing the City Council or while
attending the City Council meeting shall be removed from the room
if the sergeant-at-anmns is so directed by the presiding officer, and
the parsonishall be barred from further audience before the City
Council during that session of the City Council. If the presiding
officer fails to act, any member of the City Council may move to
require enforcerment of the rules, and the affirnative vote of a
majority of the City Council shall require the! presiding officer to
act.” Section 3.3(c) of the City Council Rules of Procedurs.

discussing or deliberating commercial or financial information that the city has
received from a business prospect that the city seeks to have locate, stay or expand
tn or near the city and with which the city is conducting economic development
negotiations; or deliberating the offer of a financial or other incentive to a business
prospect. [Tex Govt. Code §551.086]
